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The Village is predicting a shortfall of close to $1 million for the 2010-2011 budget 
year.  The Finance Committee emphasized the need for department heads to cut 
expenditures to offset this deficit.   They have been reviewing current ordinances 
looking for ways to generate more revenue.  
 
Ambulance billing rates are increasing $100 on all base rates. Basic Life Support 
services reside rates will increase from $350 to $450; non-resident rates from $400 
to $500.  Oxygen increases from $35 to $50.  Advanced Life Support will increase 
from $450 to $550 for residents and non-resident rates will increase from $500 to 
$600.  This increase will keep pace with Medicare allowables.   
 
An Ordinance was passed amending Article XV “ Flea Markets” , Chapter 12 
“ Fees” .  Food vendor daily fees will increase from $2.00 to $4.00 and other vendor 
daily fees will increase from $1.00 to $3.00.  The attorney and owner of Swap-o-
rama attended a board meeting and asked the Village to consider a lower increase 
in the daily vendor fees, $1.00 to $2.00 rather than $1.00 to $3.00.  They stated that 
the impact of a $2.00 increase could result in loss of vendor business and would 
limit Swap-o-rama from raising their fees needed to meet ever-increasing costs.   
They did not have an objection to increasing the food vendor daily fee from $2.00 
to $4.00, but the vendor daily fee increase would have a negative affect on daily 
vendor business. Last year, the Village received $72,000 in vendor fees.   The 
Village Board stated that a police study was done and found that the amount of 
police calls and fire calls quadrupled during flea market hours. Additionally the 
last increase for the Swap-o-rama was 15 years ago. They also cited that the 
hotel/motel increase was doubled and is done in eight-year increments. The 
Ordinance was later amended changing the effective date from “ immediately”  to 
May 1, 2010 to co-inside with the Village’s fiscal year.  
     
 



 
An Ordinance was passed amending the Liquor Control Ordinance increasing the 
annual fees for liquor licenses and increasing the number of Class F liquor 
licenses by one for the retail sale of beer and wine for Walgreen’s. 
 
An Ordinance was passed amending the self-storage facility use fee from 3% to 
5%.  Letters were sent out to storage facility owners prior to passage of the 
ordinance.  The owners of Alsip Self Storage were opposed to the increase as 
their business is down and Alsip is the only Village around that has this tax.  
Customers do not want to pay this tax in addition to their storage fee and an 
increase of this size will result in a loss of business.  The Mayor stated that Alsip 
sales tax revenue is down 24% and has to find other ways of increasing revenue 
to make up for the shortfall.   
 
An Ordinance was  passed amending Chapter 1, General Provisions, Section 1-8, 
General Penalty for Code Offenses; Continuing Violations of the Municipal Code 
of Alsip.  This ordinance amends minimum fines for ordinance violations.    
 
The following requests for renewal of their 6b Tax Status classifications were 
approved:  Houlihan Bridgeview Building Trust for the property at 127 & Ridgeway 
(Daubert Cromwell).  They purchased their building 11 years ago and put in over 
2.5 million dollars in improvements.  They have 85 employees and are looking to 
expand.  Northwest Enterprises, Inc. for the property at 5844 West 117th Place.  
They have been in business since 1983 and are looking to expand.  They will in 
need of rail in the future, possibly 3 to 4 years.  Bender Limited Partnership for the 
property located at 4001 West 123rd Street (Worth Steel & Machinery).   They are 
planning to put on an addition to their existing building.    The goal of Class 6b 
real estate tax incentive is to attract new industry, stimulate expansion, retain 
existing industry, and increase employment opportunities.  Properties receiving 
Class 6 b will be assessed at 16% of market value for the first 10 years; 23% in the 
11th year and 30% in the 12th year.  In absence of this incentive, industrial real 
estate would normally be assessed at 36% of its market value.      
 
Five bids were received for Phase I of the 2010 Road Program. Alpha Construction 
was the low bidder at $626,191.75 and was subsequently awarded the contract.  
Roads scheduled for resurfacing are:  Chippewa Subdivision including Austin 
Avenue excluding Menard Avenue; Alpine Drive from Central Avenue to 127th 
Street; 131st Street from the tollway overpass to Cicero Avenue; Engle Road, 
LaCrosse Avenue and the 128th Place.  Phase II of the 2010 Road Program will be 
bid at a later date.   
 
The Village received 23 entries or the Vehicle Sticker Art Contest.  The winner, a 
8th grade student at Prairie Jr. High, was presented with a $50 Savings Bond, 
courtesy of First Midwest Bank, at the March 15 Village Board Meeting. 
 
The three new heart monitors have arrived with 12 lead EKG capabilities and 
department wide training is taking place.  The heart monitors will be placed in the 
ambulances shortly.  The Village expressed their thanks to the Blue Island 
Community Grant Foundation and the Metro South Medical Center for their 
assistance in obtaining the $45,812 grant.  
 
The Village has entered into an agreement with the U S Census Bureau to use a 
Village Conference Room as a Questionnaire Assistance Center.  They need the 
room 3 days per week for a total of 15 hours per week from February 26 through 
April 19.  They would provide their own staff.   
 



 
An Ordinance was passed amending the prohibited uses in the B-1 Business 
District and the Special Uses in the B-2 Business District.   
 
The CSX Railroad will start work on a new third rail between Blue Island and Alsip 
will begin in March. The 3 mile expansion adds a 3rd set of track to the existing 
pair from Francisco Avenue in Blue Island to about 123rd Street in Alsip.  The 
railroad crossing at 123rd Street and 127th Street will have to be closed at some 
point for a maximum of five days.   
 
Kane, McKenna & Associates presented a preliminary feasibility study of the 
proposed Pulaski Corridor Redevelopment Project Area at the March 8 Village 
Committee Meeting to determine whether it could qualify for consideration as a 
Tax Increment Financing (TIF) District.  The study area includes Pulaski Road 
corridor bounded by 115th Street to the North and 123rd Street to the south.  Their 
finding is that most of it qualifies for Tax Increment Financing and they have 
determined that the study area would meet the criteria for a “ conservation area” .  
The criteria is age, obsolescence, deterioration, presence of structures below 
minimum standards, excessive vacancies, lack of community planning and lag in 
equalized assessed value.  Now that the Feasibility Report is complete, the next 
step is to proceed with the project, which requires a consensus of the Board.   
 
The State of IL Emerald Ash Borer Compliance Agreement was approved at the 
February 15 Board Meeting.  The IL Department of Agriculture requests signing of 
the agreement so the Village can be part of the list of municipalities in compliance 
with State and Federal regulations that aims to reduce the spread of the Emerald 
Ash Borer-a destructive Asian beetle responsible for the death and devastation of 
millions of Ash trees in the Midwest. 
 
An IDOT Resolution appropriating $100,000 of Motor Fuel Tax Funds for  the 
purpose of maintaining streets and highways under applicable provisions of the 
Illinois Highway Code from January 1, 2010 to December 31, 2010 was passed at 
the  March 1 Village Board Meeting.   
 
Authorization was given to go out for bid to repair and refinish the surface of the 
3.2 million gallon water north reservoir at 117th and Kedvale Avenue.   This 
expenditure is covered under the bond program.  Every attempt will be made to 
expand the bidder’s list to include the State of Illinois Contractor’s bulletin and 
possibly a trade magazine.  Presently advertisements for bid only appear in the 
Mt. Greenwood Express and on the Village of Alsip website.   
 
The paramedic/firefighter eligibility list had 89 applicants.  The testing process 
resulted in 41 applicants taking the agility physical test with 30 passing.  Of the 30 
who took the written test, 29 passed.  The eligibility list now has 29 candidates. 
 
Burr Oak Cemetery’s license is coming up for renewal May 1.  Trustee Quinn 
voiced opposition to issuing Burr Oak a license with no regulations.  The Village 
Attorney stated that the State is taking on the regulation of cemeteries in Illinois, 
as they do not want local municipalities involved in running them.  The Cemetery 
Oversight Act, which was signed into law in January of this year, states that 
regulations and licensing are exclusive powers and functions of the State of 
Illinois.
